The fund had dwindled to zero.  Until about three weeks ago. 
     A beautiful quilt, handmade by Advent Quilters, Ann Getzoff, 
Yvonne Kiebler, Peggy Mosher, Kay Olson, Jane Owens, Lois 
Paulsen, and Pam Tinsley was offered for a raffle to stimulate 
donations to this fund.   Over $750.00 was received in donations 
and ticket sales which replenished the Friendôs Fund.  Thank you 
to all who gave donations or bought tickets, and many thanks to 
our quilters for the beautiful quilt.

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ENDOWMENT FUND SENDS FUNDS TO  
  WEST, TEXAS 
      The small town of West, Texas (2700 
residents) is still trying to cope from the huge 
explosion at the fertilizer plant last 
month.   At the April meeting of Adventôs 

Endowment Board, $2,000 was designated to the relief efforts to 
be administered through Austin Lutheran Social Services 
Ministry. The LSS Disaster Response (LSSDR) team is working 
diligently to identify the affected families and the best ways to 
assist them.  Immediate assistance has been offered in the 
following ways: 

·        Short-Term Emergency Needs:  Providing gift 
cards to families with food/shelter/clothing needs. 
·        Long-Term Response and Recovery: Case 
management services as survivors begin the long 
process of rebuilding their lives. 
·        Spiritual/Emotional Care:  Counseling and 
spiritual care services to individuals seeking prayerful 
comfort and emotional support,  short and long-term.   

 

             The following information comes from Sarah Williams of 
LSS Disaster Response who has serve on the scene in West: 

 

   Many families and individuals are still reeling from the shock  
of the unexpected tragedy, the physical and emotional anguish, 
and the pain of recovery that lies ahead.  Prayers and financial 
contributions are still very much needed and welcome. Many of 
these distraught survivors are elderly who lived at the assisted 

living home which was destroyed.  A good number of people who 
were just barely making ends meet to begin with are now in crisis. 
   In addition to providing monetary aid, we have also been called 
to offer more emotional and spiritual support. Weôve sat down  
with many survivors to address their grief, listening to them as 
they try to work through what theyôre feeling right now.  
Weôve had several come back day after day, just to talk. 

   Quite unexpectedly, the nurses who worked at West Haven 
Nursing Home have also been very upset, and weôve referred 

several to counseling and psychological services.  Many appear  
to be experiencing symptoms similar to post traumatic stress 

disorder (PTSD) from the evacuation of the nursing home during 
the fire, in addition to injuries sustained at the same time.  

Theyôre also very heartbroken about losing their residents, and 
many have been driving to Waco and other nursing facilities  

to visit their residents and check on them.  
    
     The good news is that members of Advent have been able to 
assist with this recovery -- in our own back yard -- with a 
generous donation of $2000 that will go toward housing and 
emotional care for those affected by this tragedy.  We are grateful 
that our church has resources which allow us to partner in 
multiple ministries, both locally and globally.  The Endowment 
Board encourages members to make donations to this fund so 
our ongoing efforts can continue in this generous manner into the 
future.
